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t the fete on Saturday night to celebrate the
opening of the fashion and architecture show
titled “Skin + Bones” at Los Angeles’ Museum of
Contemporary Art, the eclectic — and sometimes
daring — designer togs worn by 670 revelers
could have warranted their own exhibit.

Revlon spokesmodel Eva Mendes cut a path
in the sea of black in a scoopneck dress printed
with a crystal-eyed leopard that she bought at a
vintage shop seven years ago. Demi Moore, with
hubby Ashton Kutcher in tow, wore a long, dark
and lean column dress by YSL, while art patrons
Carol and Jacqueline Appel donned outlandish
Issey Miyake and Junya Watanabe getups.

Decked out in a Sandberg suit adorned with
crystal brooches, Rufus Wainwright prefaced
the songs he played on the piano after dinner
with anecdotes about how they related to —
what else? — fashion and architecture.
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The big party followed Friday night’s more intimate cock-
tail soiree, hosted by Ross Klein and Teng, at the W hotel in the
Westwood neighborhood to honor Hodge. Among those sipping cock-
tails around the outdoor pool were architect Calvin Tsao, former
Christian Dior Americas president Marla Sabo and representatives
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from Yohji Yamamoto.
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
