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YEOHLEE: Sometimes Yeohlee Teng’s cerebral looks are more interesting as 
fashion feats than they are accessible or seductive.  This time, inspired by 
Kazimir Malevich’s “Black Circle” painting, the effect was beautiful and seamless: 
camel hair coats made with a single cylinder of fabric and a black-and-white, 
saw-edged circle poncho; terrific knits—a nubby hand-knit “box” poncho, for 
instance, and sexy short evening looks.  Sure, these art-influenced styles are 
particularly appealing to costume curators and architects, but they also tempt a 
fashion hound who goes for unique.  Teng offered less lofty options, too: a great-
looking short plaid trenchcoat and a watercolor plaid silk shirtdress.
